These committed professionals have made a difference in many a lives through their services. Lets together
pay a silent homage to the departed members.

TNOA Organisational Activities:

Tamil Nadu Ophthalmic Association is one of the oldest professional Association in India. The Madras State
Ophthalmic Association (later christened TNOA) was founded by Dr. G. Joseph Gnanadickam, Dr .T. V.
Renganathan and Dr. Shankar Rao in 1952.

An unique feat of MSOA/TNOA is the uninterrupted conduct of Annual conference for 62 years and also in
venues outside Tamilnadu.

Tamilnadu Ophthalmic Association added 127 new members this year raising the membership total to
1776. To encourage our existing members to actively participate in TNOA membership drive and activities,
we have initiated two appreciation awards for introducing the maximum number of new members. The 2012
- 13 Certificate of appreciation goes to Dr. Kalpana Suresh of SRMC and Dr. Premila .M of RIO GOH for
introducing 9 new members each.

We have registered TNOA with Tamilnadu Medical council for organising CME/Conferences. This Conference
has been awarded 6 credit hours by the Tamil Nadu Medical council. We hope this step will ensure that, our
members get the mandatory 30 credit hours in 5 years for re-registration. | request all delegates to collect
the MC credit certificate from TNOA office on the last day of Conference.

Affiliate Associations: The grass roots of TNOA are strengthened by the active district affiliate societies.
This year, the United North Arcot District Ophthalmic Association has been admitted to TNOA as an affiliate
society raising the strength of Managing Council to 15. To encourage the affiliate society to conduct monthly
CME meetings and skill transfer courses TNOA has initiated an annual award to the Best Affiliate society
from this year onwards. The first award for the most active District Ophthalmic Association 2012 goes to
Coimbatore Ophthalmic Association.

TNOA Newsletter is published quarterly by the Hony. Secretary Dr. Nirmal Fredrick. Communications of all
the offices of TNOA are sent to the members through the newsletter. The website of TNOA has been upgraded
with Content Management System and Group Email facility.

Website of TNOA - has become the main portal for our annual conference. Henceforth Registration,
submission of scientific paper, videos and exhibits will be through our official website. The website traffic has
improved considerably over the last 6 months. Both the newsletter and Journal are now available as e-copy
and can be downloaded from our website www.tnoa.info.

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The Journal of TNOA is published quarterly. The Editorial team lead by Dr. Kalpana Narendran is doing a
commendable job with a well designed, colourful journal with scientific content relevant to all sections of
Ophthalmic community.

Academic and Research Committee of TNOA led by Dr. V. Siddharthan, has chosen “Glaucoma” as the
focus for the year 2012-13. 9 CME programmes on Glaucoma have been conducted in small towns of
Tamilnadu. An Entrepreneurship Development programme (EDP) has been designed to encourage, support
and help young Ophthalmologists to start practice and excel in their endeavour. Two EDP programmes has
been conducted by the ARC TNOA for the benefit of young Ophthalmologists.

Acitivities of Ophthalmic Institutions in Tamilnadu:

The Tamil Nadu State Blindness control society reports a 75% cataract target achievement with a total of
cataract surgeries performed at 6,17, 800. Under the school children vision screening project 9118 schools
have been screened; 13,62,286 school Students underwent Vision Screening and 62,541 free spectacles
provided. Besides, 10,176 eye donation collections have been done by our Eye banks in Tamilnadu.

The Regional Institute of Ophthalmology and Government Ophthalmic Hospital Chennai, is the oldest
eye hospital in the Indian subcontinent and in Asia. The institute established in 1819 is now 194 year old and
continues to nurture the tradition and devotion of eminent scholars, who have contributed to the field of
ophthalmology whilst providing services to the needy. The Institute conducts regular teaching programmes
for MS, DO and DNB and UG students. The annual PG update programme for MS/DNB PGs was conducted
in December 2012. The Hospital also treated a record number of beneficiaries under the Tamilnadu CM
Scheme.

Sankara Nethralaya: The Temple of eye is entering its 36" year of meritorious service to the public. On an
average, 1200 patients are treated in the OPD and 100 surgeries are performed every day. Nethralaya
continues its journey as a premier teaching institution by offering DO, DNB, fellowships in various sub and
superspecialities , Ph.D Programmes and research programmes. Sankara Nethralaya has published over
110 research papers and 4 books in Ophthalmology.

Aravind Eye Care System: In the year-ending March 2013, Aravind Eye Hospitals together handled over 3
million outpatient visits and performed over 3,70,000 surgical and laser procedures.

- Aravind Eye Care System hosted the 8th Annual Conference of Vision 2020, and 22" Annual
Conference of the Glaucoma Society of India named as GLAUCONS 2012. More than 600 delegates
attended the conference.

Aravind Eye Care System also hosted the 8th annual International Telemedicine Conference of the
Telemedicine Society of India in November.

Aravind — Tirunelveli celebrated 25 years of excellent service towards eliminating needless blindness.

Joseph Eye Hospital, Tiruchi treated over 3.2 lakh people and performed over 17000 surgical procedures
in the year 2012-13. Joseph also had 10 publications in Peer reviewed journals during this year. It also
trained over 30 PGs and fellows this year.
